Of particular concern is the lackluster membership of the CB Warren Senate at WSU and a discussion was held as to possible causes and solutions. Mr. Gibbs stated he will contact Dean Lang at WSU regarding this event.  Discussion was held by all that this event could be opened up UDM and Ave Maria students as well and that it will not only benefit students but publicize DTP as well.

Ms. Olijnyk suggested setting up a post Bar Exam celebration.  Discussion was held where it was suggested that such an event could be combined with the zoo outing/Portofino boat party.  Ms. Olijnyk also suggested student-alumni gatherings at university sporting events i.e. WSU hockey game or UDM basketball game as a cost-effective and casual alternative to other events.

Ms. Rappuhn asked each officer/board member to be the coordinator for the proposed events on the 2003 Tentative Schedule.  Ms. Olijnyk offered to coordinate the Piston's game in March; Mr. Gilbert has volunteered for the golf outing in June; Mr. Van Tiem and Ms. Danou volunteered for the General Meeting/Tigers game in June; Ms. Rappuhn and Mr. Gibbs will set up the Alumni v Student softball game in July; Ms. Reamer volunteered for the zoo outing/Portofino Boat Party in August; Ms. Kvoriak agreed to coordinate the student/alumni social at Sinbad's in September; Mr. Manzella and Ms. Rappuhn will work on the rush party at the Detroit Athletic Club in October; and Ms. Francis agreed to coordinate the Halloween Hay Ride in October.
